strategy for pest and disease management andnRdbh with drip technology wherever
irrigation facility is there. He also mentioned in brief about the superior high yielding cotton
varieties released from ICARICR during last two years which includes 8 Bt varieties and,
several non Bt/desi varieties for organic niche markets. Five progressive cotton farmers were
felicitated at the hands of Sh. Sunil Kedar who also shared their beneficial experiences on
adoption of poduction and protection management techniques. There was also a talk on Smart
cotton prakalp delivered by Sh. Jayesh Mahdpaaject Manager in which he mentioned about

the cotton value chain developmentnarket plan and fibre to fabric.
